MULTIMEDIA UNIT

The ‘A user’s guide to Contiboard’ leaflet will help you achieve a professional finish. Filled with tips
and hints on how to work with Contiboard we recommend this is read before starting your project.
Al drilling that goes through the board should be started from the visible side.

1. After drilling all the panels, assemble the unit on its back fit four panels D to panel A. Then fit two
panels C to the end of panel A.

2. Fit panel B to the ends of panels D between panels C.

3. Now fit panels F to panels C.

4. Turn the unit on to its base then fit panel G to panel A.

5. Insert the shelves.

Boards required: 5 x 2m x 450 x 18mm, 1 x 2m x 600 x 18mm.
Fixings required: 32 x 50mm chipboard screws, 16 shelf supports.

CUTTING AND DRILLING PLANS

Finished size of the multimedia unit when using supplied plans is 1714 x 661 x 460 mm (LxHxW). Some help
will be needed to move the finished unit into position. To convert mm to inches divide the metric measurement
in millimetres by 25.4.
