Wardrobe Unit

The ‘A user’s guide to ContiBoard’ leaflet will help you achieve a
professional finish. Filled with hints and tips on how to work with
ContiBoard we recommend this is read before starting your project.
All through drilling should be started from the visible or face side of
the board.

1. Begin by cutting and separating the panels following the Cutting and drilling plans
of each of the three structural parts and pre-drill the required holes (Please see the
Cutting and drilling plans in this brochure and make sure you plan ahead - the
following recommendations assume that several panels come out of each original
board, should that be possible).

Wardrobe / Storage unit panels

2. To assemble the two end units you will need for unit 1 — 1xA1, 1xA2, 3xB and for
unit 2 1xA1, 1xA3, 3xB. Fix the shelves using the holes you have previously drilled
to one end panel with 50mm chipboard screws.

3. Then repeat to fit the second end panel. (Panel A2 and A3 require additional
drilling) Now stand your unit up (You may need assistance to do this as the unit
will be heavy and at this stage unstable)

Joining the unit

4. Join the two Wardrobe / Storage units together using the long horizontal panel C
and fix using 4 x 50mm chipboard screws.

5. Fit the middle upright panel E and fix using 2 x 50mm chipboard screws. Now
fix the medium horizontal shelves D using 4 x 50mm chipboard screws for each
panel. Panels E and A3 have been drilled to take an extra shelf, if required, which
is not shown in the image of the finished project.

6. The angle of the shoe rack is dependent on the items that are going to be placed on it; therefore the drilling and preferred
positioning has been left to the fitter. Please use panels F and G for this purpose. Please also be aware that, in the number of
suggested boards, we have incorporated only 1 shoe rack. Should you require all of the shoe racks, extra boards should be
purchased.

(When moving the unit you may need assistance to do this as the unit will be heavy)

TIP TOP TIP: For added stability please fix the unit to the wall

Boards required: 4 x 2200 x 250mm; 2 x 1800 x 250mm; 4 x 1800 x 590mm; 2 x 2200 x 590mm
Fixings required: 54 x 50mm chipboard screws

Cutting and Drilling Plans

Finished size of wardrobe when using supplied plans — Height Finished size:
1800mm, Length 3131mm, Depth 590mm. Adapt to suit individual Height 1800mm
requirements. This unit needs to be made on its back. Some help will
be needed to move the finished unit into position. To convert mm to
inches divide the metric measurement in millimetres by 25.4.

Wardrobe / Storage unit panels
Storage unit End panels 2xA1, 1xA2, and 1xA3.

Drill 5 mm diameter drill holes through the panel following the drawings. (A)
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Wardrobe / Storage unit shelves B x 6.
Drill 4 holes in to the middle of the ends of the shelves using a 3 mm diameter drill to a depth of 20mm
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Wardrobe / Storage unit long Horizontal panel 1 x C

Drill 2 holes using a 5 mm diameter drill through the panel. (A) Drill 4 holes in to the middle of the ends
of the horizontal panel using a 3 mm diameter drill to a depth of 20mm (B)
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Wardrobe / Storage unit middle upright panel 1 x E

Drill 6 holes using a 5 mm diameter drill through the panel. (A) Drill 2 holes in to the middle of the ends
of the horizontal panel using a 3 mm diameter drill to a depth of 20mm (B)
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Wardrobe / Storage unit medium horizontal panels 4 x D

Drill 4 holes in to the middle of the ends of the horizontal panel using a 3 mm diameter drill to a depth

of 20mm (B)
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Wardrobe / Storage unit shoe rack 1 x G+ 1 x F

Drill 3 holes using a 5 mm diameter drill through the panel G. (A) Drill 3 holes in to the middle of the
long ends of the panel F using a 3 mm diameter drill to a depth of 20mm (B)
